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The Breisgau intermunicipal business park is an important center of economic
development in the southern Upper Rhine region. More than 4,000 people work here in
over 300 companies represented in the business park. In this newsletter, we would like
to summarize the most important information from the recent past. We hope you find it
interesting reading.
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Expansion of frelo stations to be completed by March 1

In the Gewerbepark Breisgau and at the train station in Heitersheim, the existing frelo
parking spaces are currently being expanded into fully-fledged bike-sharing stations and
permanently installed.

Frelo is the ideal complement to buses and trains. The system is available around the
clock. It connects the business park with the train station in Heitersheim and enables
mobility within the Gewerbepark Breisgau.

There is a choice of standard frelos and e-frelos (e-bikes). Renting is easy using the
Nextbike app. Once registered, users can rent and return frelo bikes anywhere. A total
of 162 Frelo stations are available in the RVF area — including in Freiburg.

The costs are reasonable: standard frelos cost €1 and e-frelos €2 per 30 minutes.
Anyone with a public transport subscription (Regiokarte or Deutschland-Ticket) receives
a €1 discount, meaning they can borrow standard frelos for 30 minutes free of charge.
